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VIENNA OPENING.
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The chief idea behind this rather innocuous opening is for White to play the
Kings Gambit move 4 after due preparation , and without allowing Black
to play an immediate ...d5 (The once feared Falkbeer Counter-Gambit) .
Black has several responses, the most straightforward of which is 2. .. Nfé

3. f4 d5l (Not 3. .. exfd 4 e5 which is just what White wants) 4. fxe5 Nxed.
Black is fully equal here and can continue confidently

If White wants to attack with f4 then he would do better to play the King's
Gambit at once.
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
