It's been a busy year for the students and chess
teachers of Christchurch Primary School in Nerth
Shields, a time when everything has changed...

When the Rotary Club donated six small but perfectly
formed chess sets and boards in 2006 Assistant Head
Teacher Jan Taylor seized the opportunity. She rang
the contact of Tynemouth Chess, Phil Jackson, he in
turn asked for volunteer trainers and soon chess was
the most popular club in the school. New sets were
given by the NJCA and the NCCU, and Chris Wardle
offered to help with the ever-increasing class size.
Diana and Stephanie Luke have both come first in the
Girls Under 11 section of local toumaments, while
Daniel Sharman and the boys in general have
acquitted themselves well. The Headmistress Maureen
has been supportive throughout, especially when
opening her school for the recent Northumberand
Junior Championships.

Now on to the teaching. 'm sure you have all learnt
pins, forks, traps and the different methods of mating,
but nothing beats seeing them all in context, in a real
game between strong players. Do you have a favourite
Grandmaster? A game that makes you realize how
beautiful chess can be? Below are just a few
examples: go through them slowly and if you don't
recognise the idea behind some of the moves make
sure you know for next timel They might be played
against you. ..

This is the famous "opera box' game played by Paul
Morphy as white. The opponent isn't the best, but it's
games such as these that let you see all the
techniques you have been taught work fantastically in
practice. 1.e4 e5 2.Nf3 d6 3.d4 Bg4 4.dxe5 Bxf3
5.0xf3 dxe5 6.Bcd N6 7.0b3 Nofice the double
aftack: Bxf7+ and Qxb7.
