EPSCA Semi-Finals at Pontin's, Prestatyn , 20"-22™ June

More than 500 primary school children took part in this event, of whom 48 (6 teams of 6 from RGS; 2 teams of &
from King's Tynemouth, came from the North-East) The U-11 Section was won by Nottingham High School.

The RGS ‘A’ team was placed 5" and won a 'gold’ award. The RGS ‘B’ team (all Under 10s) was placed 15" and
the RGS ‘C' team was placed 19™ of the 32 teams in this section. Nottingham High School also won at U-9.

Here there were 26 teams taking part and the RGS team came 9" - good enough for a silver’ award. There were
two plate competitions for teams not quite making the semi-finals. The Under-11 ‘Plate’ was won by Ladymount,
but at least the RGS team and the King’s 'A’ team shared second place The King's ‘B’ team was placed 11" out
of the 14 teams in that section. The RGS team won the competition for the U-8 ‘Plate’, a gratifying result as 5 out
of the six team members were under-8s!
